In 2003-2004, the Health and Safety Executive (HSE) conducted a review of the Health and
Safety (First-Aid) Regulations 1981.

Following analysis of the review’s findings, the Health and Safety Commission agreed that
the Regulations and accompanying Approved Code of Practice should not be changed but
that within this framework there should be a new training regime for first aiders in the
workplace.

In 2005 HSE published a “Position Statement” containing a detailed rationale to support the
introduction of a new training regime and outlining the structure and content of new first
aid courses
